A trained adult
and a large enough group of children of
mixed ages make up a vital part of the
prepared environment.

At the end of the day, pencils are
sharpened, art trays and metal inset
papers are refilled; work is back in their
own homes and arranged beautifully; rugs
are rolled; and everything in the classroom
is in order, ready for the children to use the
following day. Having a prepared
environment allows children to work
harmoniously without the interruption of a
dull pencil or a missing material.
